Chantamma has become a young and confident 
woman with a degree in information technology. 
Something she would never have dared dream of 
as a young girl: Chantamma’s parents were simple 
farmhands in the Indian state of Andhra Pradesh. 
Their ill health meant they could only work spo-
radically, and Chantamma was only seven years old 
when she had to start contributing to the family 
income as a day labourer in the fields.

When she was ten a Don Bosco social worker 
visited the family and offered their youngest daugh-
ter free reading and writing lessons. After some 
hesitation, her parents allowed her to attend them. 
Chantamma was soon able to switch to a state 
school where she became one of the top pupils. This 
won her a scholarship to university.

Today Chantamma says: “This help changed my 
life. I would like to repay it one day and help other 
children so they can do what I did.”
